 LAETARE SUNDAY:  Today, the Fourth Sunday of Lent, is one of the two      
occasions in the Church year when the priest is entitled to wear pink (or 
should I say ‘rose-coloured’) vestments.  This is an optional choice!  Just as 
well, as I don’t possess vestments of that hue.  The word “Laetare” is taken 
from the first word of today’s Entrance Antiphon whose translation from the 
original Latin means “Rejoice with Jerusalem!”  By way of interest, the other 
Sunday authorised for the wearing of pink vestments occurs on the Third    
Sunday of Advent.  From this Sunday forward, our attention will particularly 
focus on Jesus’ Passion, Crucifixion, Death and Resurrection.
