As well as the virtue of grati-
tude, then, Jesus also announc-
es that the Christian communi-
ty is the place where there is 
no such thing as an unclean or

You see, there is a very strong bond between Bishop Manning and myself, for he is 
the former Bishop of Parramatta who took a huge gamble by accepting me as a student 
Diocesan priest way back in the year two thousand (the Olympic year) when I was 67 
years of age.  Although marginally younger than me, he is physically frail these days and 
suffering from mild dementia, though he is much loved and cared for in idyllic surround-
ings.  I owe this man and bishop ‘big time!’   Not only did he select me to enter into semi-
narian life, but he also ordained me on this day (9th October) in 2004 at Parramatta Cathe-
dral about 11.30am on a Saturday morning.
